One Man Newspaper

Project Overview

Based on reading activities, every student is required to design a “hand- written newspaper ”.They are supposed to complete the task of designing, editing, writing and drawing  for the handwritten newspaper by themselves.

The handwritten paper has become a combination of encyclopedia knowledge and personal experience using varied skills of calligraphy and painting. With a high degree of popularity and low investments, the handwritten papers are also carrier of knowledge and exhibition of students’ talents.  
Project Objectives

The one-person newspaper is aimed to build up a platform for library users to read, write, and communicate with each other. Students are encouraged to publish their point of views and share the happiness of reading. This can be seen as a successful innovation of Evergreen library because it has extended the static books to dynamic knowledge dissemination.

The program encourages students to search and go through literatures in library as well as to recommend books to others and communicate with each other.  

Facts and data on library patrons, group of writers, quality of handwritten works and abilities of reading and writing are collected through the collection and statistic analysis of hand-writing works. The facts and data provide feedbacks to teaching activities and reference to book procurement of Evergreen library.

Project Overview

The Library prioritizes its mission of supporting education quality of the school.  It secures sufficient amount of books to meet the demand of extracurricular reading

In order to provide convenience to the students, the School equipped twelve classrooms with a bookshelf each. Having the classrooms equipped with bookshelves, we launched the “I am an Editor-in-Chief” Program.

Project Implementation Plan

1. Chinese teachers and students of each class pick about 200 books that are relevant to class reading and keep them in the in-class bookshelf.  Classes exchange bookshelves with each other every two months (10 weeks).

2. The bookshelves, organized by Evergreen volunteers, open to readers seven days a week.  

3. Chinese teachers spend one class session to guide students on reading the books every week. Students submit a 2-3 page reading notes every week. 

4. At the end of a semester, the Evergreen Library will invite guest observers to review the reading notes and reward the students of the top 10-15 notebooks. 

5. The school help students edit and publish selected notes for the reference of students and faculty. 

Project Objectives

2. Expands the collection of the Library—extra 150 student-made 60-page books every semester

3. Stimulates interest in reading and in becoming an editor-in-chief

4. By circulating reading notes, students find reading books more interesting and communication among peers becomes easier. Meanwhile, the notes help students save time in reading.

5. The “I am an Editor-in-Chief” Program has proved to be effective in stimulating students’ interest in reading and editing. As the program is well received by the students, it will be continued in the future. 

6. The Library will incorporate events, such as lectures and drawing activities, to the existing program.

Peach Blossom Jellyfish (PB Jellyfish) is an extremely rare freshwater jellyfish species. The endangered species is often called “aquatic panda” for its preciousness and its 650 million living history on earth. 
Research Objectives and Purposes
1. Cultivate students’ interest in reading and train their field work skills

2. Call for eco-system protection

3. Facilitates the development of the county’s tourism industry 
Research Procedure
Stage 1：Consult relevant written materials

1. Gain primary knowledge of PB Jellyfish by consulting books

2. Further develop understanding of PB Jellyfish by online resources
Stage 2：Field Work
1. Interview local fishermen and workers in tourist district
2. Water Sample Analysis. Analyzes four samples from different habitats of the PB Jellyfish. Subjects include water temperature and pH value, etc.

Outcome: The PB Jellyfish has not appeared

Possible explanations： 

The PB Jellyfishes still gather at the deeper water level due to low water temperature

The Jellyfish is too small to spot

The Jellyfish exist in the form of hydranth

Stage 3：Sampling and Observing PB Jellyfish 

The stage 3 sampling and observation will be carried out from June to August, according to the local fishermen when many PB jellyfish normally show up.

Stage 4：Research Summary
1. Promotes environmental protection and Zhen Yuan County’s eco-tourism industry. 

2. Produces research papers on PB Jellyfish

Grow Up in Reading

Shanshan Wang, DanFeng High School, ShaanXi
Project Objectives
1. Create reading atmosphere, inspire students’ interest in reading. Improve the book circulation. Set up reading corner in classrooms. 30 books should be circulated every day for each class. The percentage of readers among students should exceed 80％。
2. Actively promote reading. Set up a bulletin board in each class for book recommendation, catalogue display, and subject reading guides. Also utilize broadcast and exhibition board to show excellent reading reports.

3. Train librarians and associate librarians (student volunteers). Focus on improving management of reading corners, and general library service. 

4. Collaborate with subject teachers to guide the students on reading methodology, and stimulate students’ interests in reading. Help the students love reading, read more, be good at reading, and read good books.
5. Students maintain reading log. Hold “reading star” contest. Cultivate reading culture in the campus. Facilitate comprehensive, healthy and harmonious development of the students.

Project Implementation Plan
1. Recruit 2 associate librarians from each class. The library will train the associate librarians. The associate librarians help with the library management in spare time. Through work the associate librarians will get better understanding of library, familiarity with the collection, and increased interests in reading. So they will become reading promoters in the class.

2. Set up a reading corner in each class. Subject teachers and head teacher will select one reading subject every month based on the syllabus and the schedule, also recommend a different reading list. Thus the teaching and the extra-curricular reading will supplement each other. The library circulation desk will lend the books to each class based on the reading list. Each class can borrow 60 books at one time. At the same time, we encourage the students to bring good books to school, to supplement the reading corner. The associate librarians help with the management and facilitate the all-day service of the reading corner. This way, the students can utilize limited spare time for reading.

3. Set up a bulletin board for each class, to show the list and overview of new arrivals, book recommendations, and subject reading guides.

4. Every student maintains a reading log, noting down brilliant excerpts, phrases and sentences, mottos and epigrams, thoughts and comments, essays. The reading log will be exchanged among the students. The library will hold reading log contest periodically. The winners will be awarded “reading star”, and their working products will be promoted by exhibition boards and broadcast, to stimulate interests in reading among more students.

Project Assessment

1. Inspect the reading corners, and the circulation records. This is to assess the amount of reader population and book circulation.

2. Learn the status of project execution by interviewing associate librarians and head teachers, and surveys. This is to assess the quality of serving the target population.

3. Collaborate with the subject teachers to survey the students, to understand the impact of the project on the classroom learning and extra-curricular reading of the students, by comparing data before and after the project. Also assess the procedural guidance of the reading methodology.

4. Assess the quality of student reading via the participation and the outcome of the reading contests.

5. Assess the impact of reading on students via the reading logs of the students.
Rotational Book Corner to Improve Reading through Expansion and Comparison

Changnian Yang, TianZhu No. 1 High School, GanSu
Project Overview

“Rotational Book Corner to Improve Reading through Expansion and Comparison” will help students to start supplementary reading with clear objectives and execution plans. As a supplement to Chinese classes, it progressively transforms Chinese teaching from “teaching textbooks” to “using textbooks to teach”. Through effectively combining textbooks and supplementary reading, it will help students to draw inferences about other cases from one instance. 

By following the three stages of High School Chinese textbooks, the supplementary reading materials are classified into three stages: 

1. Chinese and foreign practical articles, poems and prose and Chinese ancient prose; 

2. Chinese current and ancient literature and foreign literature;

3. Social science papers and classic literature.

Each stage can be broken into smaller stages for expanding and comparative reading.
Project Objectives

1. Adding supplementary reading into Chinese teaching;

2. Expand students reading material to classic literature and current selected essay.

Project Implementation Plan

1. Recruit and train two students from each class as associate librarians;

2. Set up a book corner in each class. Teachers will select reading theme and recommend supplementary reading materials based on teaching standard and curriculum. Students are encouraged to bring their own selected books adding to the book corners. Managed by 2 student librarians, the book corner is open every day for students to read during the day.

3. Guide students to read through expansion and comparison. 

“Expansion reading”: a. Expand from articles to books; b. Trace background and drill-down details; c. Diversify d. Expand from point to aspects e. Extend from literature to humanity 

“Comparison reading” a. Comparing by same subject manner; b. by same artistic conception; c. by same writing style; d. by same reference; e. by same author; f. by same type of literature

4. Each student has a “reading log” which records excellent paragraphs, quotes, notes and what s/he has learnt from the reading. By evaluating “Reading logs”, students with outstanding reading logs will be awarded by “Reading Stars”. Selected “reading logs” will be broadcast through campus radio and posted on exhibition boards to encourage further readings.    

Project Assessment
1. Examine the circulation log to count reading times and students

2. Assess service quality though survey and group discussion

3. Compare student study results pre/post program

4. Evaluate students’ reading quality though reading contents involvement and results.
Little Mathematician

Project Background

The new curriculum standards for high school mathematics is to change the mathematics curriculum and its implementation process, pay more attention to students’ ability of  exploration, reading, communication, creation, and focus on the development of their feelings, attitudes, values and so on.

Project Objectives

1. Learn the history of mathematics

The need for learning the history of mathematics: The history of mathematics is an important part in math teaching, and it’s also an important knowledge carrier for cultivating capacity and implementing Education for capability in mathematics.  

2. Exploration and Discovery – Mathematics modeling, and problem solving

Mathematical modeling is a mathematical way of thinking. It is a powerful tool using mathematical language and methods by abstracting, simplifying and establishing models of real problems to “solve” them.

Mathematical modeling includes the following stages: Model preparation => model assumption => model establishment => model solving => model verification

Significance of Mathematics modeling:
a) Developing sense of innovation and creativity 
b) Training capacity of information acquisition

c) Training skills of understanding and mastering new knowledge rapidly

d) Developing sense of team work and spirit of corporation

e) Training logical thinking and open-ended thinking

3. “I want to be a mathematician”
a) develop good quality of mathematical thinking 
b) pay attention to the application of mathematical thinking and methods  
Project Assessment

Whether the project is succeeded is evaluated by the quality of articles, especially the “Exploration and Discovery” can be the best manifestation of our achievements, and we plan to add it to curriculum. Project Objectives

Project Overview

1. Groups of 4. One person is to be responsible for borrowing the books, returning the books and distributing other tasks

2. According to the teacher’s selected topic, each person borrows one book.

3. During the 1st reading class, the teacher will select one or more topics. For example, evaluating historical figures, story theme, etc. Each group is to borrow the related books with the assistance from the librarian.

4. Each group is to complete its reading – exchanging the books among themselves.

5. The teacher is to select a question and each student is to write a book report and if possible, to discuss what was the most interesting segment of the book and discuss the students’ own thoughts on it. Students can also rewrite a different story or ending for the book.

6. During the 2nd class, the teacher will take the best essays and use them for instruction purposes. Discuss what are good and what can be improved.

7. Depending on the individual’s abilities, to hold school wide talent shows. For example, reciting poetry, debating, or giving speeches.

8. The teacher, according to what are required readings, support students’ reading to expand their vision and knowledge, to increase classroom support and also encourage students to share their reading with other students.

9. To encourage students to take notes- so that they can remember and appreciate those beautiful and meaningful phrases.
10. Teachers can select a few short stories to be performed by the students, to make the classroom livelier.
