1) A Taiwan Rural Public Library – XinRong Memorial Library

Presenter: Ruizheng Gao (Founder, XinRong Memorial Library) 

Mr. Ruizheng Gao is a lawyer who was born at ZhuShan, NanTou County. “No matter how long the tree shadow is at dusk, it is always connected with the root”, to Mr. Gao and his 5 brothers, Tagore’s poem led to the idea of building a library for their hometown. After two years’ construction and 120 million TWD spent, the XinRong Memorial Library which occupies 1500 Ping, was open to the public in Feb. 2006.
    The library has an elegant outlook, generous layout, and comprehensive facilities. Outside the building there are also children’s playground, small outdoor theatre, beautifully scattered trees and bushes, lamps, chairs, fountains, sculptures, and green.
    The annual budget of the XinRong Library is over 10 million TWD. The book purchase budget is 2.5 million TWD and ten times that of the local public library. Three years after its opening, the collection has reached 60 thousand books.
    Moved by Mr. Gao’s passion, upon the library’s opening, it attracted more than 200 volunteers including retired principals, teachers, government managers, professionals, housewives. The library is independent in book purchase, software, and operation which is rare in rural public libraries and an innovative model in Taiwan library world.
    People at ZhuShan deem the XinRong Memorial Library “Another big study room in the house”. Besides borrowing books and reading books at the library, children come to the library for study after school, waiting for parents to pick them up later; At weekends or holidays, preschool kids and their parents all come to the parent-child classroom of the library for story-telling. Both kids and parents can find movies to enjoy, or borrow books and CD/DVDs. The XinRong Memorial Library has become the pride of ZhuShan folks, and a blessed venue gathering common identity and good fortune.

2) A Modern School Library – Beijing ZhongGuanCun No. 4 Elementary School Library

1) Comparative Study of the Public Library Service Guidelines    between China, Taiwan and IFLA

Presenter: Qingzhen Mao (Professor, Library and Information Science, Fu-Jen University, Taiwan)
Qingzhen Mao graduated from the Department of Library Science, Fu-Jen University in 1976.  After protecting his homeland for two years, he worked in Taiwan Normal University Library for a while, wandered about for some time, then studied in the Department of Library and Information Studies, Queens' University of Belfast, United Kingdom for one year and received Librarian Certificate. In 1982 he worked in ZhongShan University Library, and received a Master degree from Library Science Department, Taiwan University. From 1984 till this date, he has worked in the Department of Library and Information Science, Fu-Jen University.   
Besides teaching and research, Prof. Mao is dedicated to community service. After 921 Earthquake in 1992, he founded the Library Service Team of the Department of Library and Information Science, Fu-Jen University and became the guiding teacher of the team. Since Jan. 2001, this team has served 62 schools and organizations in XinZhu, NanTou, TaiZhong, HuaLian, MiaoLi, TaiNan. In Feb. 2009, the team came to Mainland China for volunteering service the first time. Prof. Mao hopes that through the team and the service, students in the library-related fields can inherit the spirit of caring for the society, reach consensus, form a special tradition, re-demonstrate the intention of founding a library by the our forefathers, and advocate the library’s fundamental role of reducing the information gap. 
Meanwhile, Prof. Mao has been promoting free software for years. He believes the free software provides one feasible way to reduce the information gap, and promote the information literacy of the underserved in this information age.
